Claudio Astronio i s  an eclect ic music ian:  he i s harpsichordis t 
and organist and conductor.  He actual ly conducts mainly his 
early instruments ensemble “Har monices Mundi” and perfor med 
regularly  by the most prest ig ious fest ivals  in Europe, USA, 
Japan and Canada. He has  perfor med and conducted with such 
music ians as   Emma Kirkby, Max Van Egmond, Dan Laurin, 
Gemma Bertagnol l i ,   Susanne Ryden,   Yuri Bashmet  and Gustav 
L e o n h a rd t . H e h a s  p a r t i c i p a t e d i n nu m e ro u s r a d i o a n d 
te levis ion broadcasts  a l lover the world :  his  several recordings 
have received many internat ional awards  from magazines l ike  
Musica, CD Class ica, Amadeus, Musica,  Class ic Voice, Alte 
Musik Aktuel le, Diapason, Repertoire,  Le monde de la musique 
(“Choc”, Ju ly 2001) ,  El Paìs,  Ri tmo,  Diverdi ,  Goldberg , 
Continuo and Fanfare and Gramophone.
In 2007 his  debut as opera conductor  with Gluck’s “Orfeo e 
Euridice” produced by Ravenna Fest ival , directed by Graham 
Vick and a s tage vers ion of Bach’s Matthaeus  Pass ion in a dance 
project with the coreographer Ismael Ivo and with the london 
dance company of  Henty Oguike as  wel l .
Af ter the worldwide success  o f the recordings   Wi lhelm 
Friedemann Bach Harpsichord Concerts and the Oratorio di San 
Giovanni Batt i s ta by Alessandro Stradel la  (“This  may be the 
f inest recording to date of a vocal work by Stradel la” New Olde, 
USA), he recently published for Bri l l iant Class ics the Ital ian 
Arias of the same authors, together with Susanne Ryden, Martin 
Oro and Lisandro Abadie, which have been awarded as  CD of 
the Month by the magazine MUSICA, and the duett i with Emma 
Kirkby and Sergio Forest i .
Since 2012 is principal conductor of the THERESIA youth 
baroque orchestra,  mainly perfor ming class ic and pre-romantic 
symphonic repertoire with early instruments.
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Among his  musical interests are also Jazz and pop music ; 
recent ly he released with the jazz-s inger Maria Pia de Vito, 
Michel Godard and Paolo Fresu the  crossover CD “Coplas  a lo 
d i v i n o ” a m o n g e a r l y mu s i c a n d i m p rov i s a t i o n . H e h e l d 
mas te rc la s s e s in Tokyo, Oberl in Conservato i re and o ther 
academies in Europe,  USA, Japan and  current ly teaches 
harpsichord, hystorical keyboards and chamber music at the 
Conservatorio “A.Scontr ino” in Trapani

music  fest ival  “Antiqua” in Bolzano.  
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
